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Ralph Lively Honored with Road Dedication

On May 3, 2008, a portion of U.S. Highway 78 was
dedicated in honor of Ralph A. Lively. According to
House Resolution 531 of the Georgia General
Assembly, the portion of Highway 78 from the U.S. 27
bypass in Bremen, GA to Pine Grove Road, west of
Bremen in Haralson County is now designated the
Ralph A. Lively Memorial Highway. State Rep. Mark
Butler read the resolution at the ceremony, and State
Rep. Jimmy Benefield presented each of Ralph’s
children with a replica of the road sign used to dedicate
the highway.

Born on Independence Day in 1910, Ralph began
and operated the R. A. Lively Bus Line for more than
34 years. He also worked at the Georgia General
Assembly for 27 years as the personal aide for former
Speaker of the House Thomas B. Murphy. In addition,
he was retired from the Department of Agriculture.

Ralph and his wife, Carrie, were married 64 years.
They had 6 children, 17 grandchildren, and 38 great-
grandchildren.
